Children should read at least 

three times a week at home. Please 

record in their reading record each time 

your child reads. 

Additional information 

During this half term, some of our PE 

sessions will be outside. Please ensure 

your child has appropriate clothing and 

footwear. A plain black tracksuit without 

logo or black leggings/jogging bottoms 

and a plain sweatshirt or hoodie. Details 

for this can be found on our school  

website. Please ensure earrings are 

removed or covered for PE sessions.
